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Sabbatarians insist on two kinds of Law: ceremonial and moral. They contend that the 10 commandments constitute "moral law" and everything else written by Moses is "ceremonial." They teach that it was the "ceremonial law" that was done away, not the "moral law." Yet, the Sabbath is shown here to be as ceremonial as the other feasts were. It is also important to note that they bind OT diet (forbidding pork) which should be considered "ceremonial." I recommend pressing that contradiction in any public debate.
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
